Treasurer’s Report 
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Contest Results FSS #6  Or lando 
Saturday—October  28, 2006 
Sunday—October  29, 2006 

A day without much promise lived up to its billing.  
Seventeen hardy sailplane pilots chose to ignore the 
warnings and do battle in some of nature’s harshest 
soaring conditions.  Some were rewarded; some were 
vanquished but most survived to challenge another 
day. 

After a period of early morning rain showers the 
clouds began to part and areas of blue sky were 
observed.  As the equipment was assembled for the 
contest the wind was calm and the air was warm.   But 
by the time of the first launch at about 10am the wind 
had begun.  It was a full and blustery wind in which 
few thermals existed.  And it stayed that way all day!  
Planes were knocked all over the sky and landing 
approaches were totally unpredictable.  The air was 
just plain nasty. 

The seeded man-on-man format rewarded those with 
the most patience and nimble fingers.  Few maxes 
were recorded and landings were few and far between.  
Survival was the most important issue.  The first 
round was 5 minutes and the long lines and big 
wingspans allowed most pilots to make that time.  
After the first round all round were 8 minutes.  The 
number of maxes fell dramatically. 

The first round seeding was random.  The start of the 
second round saw the first four pilots separated by 25 
points.  The lone Sportsman, Raed Elazzawi, lead the 
chase followed by Allan Parsons and Larry Squire.  
The third round found Raed still in the lead but Kurt 
Carlsen and Ray Alonzo had jumped up to chase him 
closely. 

Round three saw Raed into sink and he fell back in the 
rankings.  Jeff McComb jumped into the lead with 
Jim MacLean and Ray Alonzo right behind.  After 
round four Ray jumped into the lead while Jeff 
dropped back to third.  Jim dropped well back due to a 
bad launch to be replaced in second place by Kurt. 

The final round found all three top dogs holding their 
places against the challengers.  So, in the end, it was 
Ray Alonzo, first place:  Kurt Carlsen, second place 
and Jeff McComb, third place.  I think everyone was 
relieved when the five rounds were over.

Day two of FSS #6 turned out to be a much better 
soaring day than Saturday.  Twenty two contestants 
flew five rounds on a gorgeous Sunday morning and 
afternoon with light winds and alternating periods of 
lift and sink.  The first round was 5 minute duration 
and the rest were 8 minutes.  The man-on-man format 
required highly consistent performance to stay near 
the top, which meant being the last man down in your 
group or least only a few seconds behind.  

The score sheet shows that the top six Expert fliers 
(Eckel, Johns, MacLean, Carlsen, Carroll, and 
Mittendorff) got more than 900 points every round 
with most of those over 1000 along with landing 
points.  Only one low scoring round each was enough 
to keep Kiburis, Galloway, and Cleveland away from 
the top final scores.  The five Sportsman entries held 
their own with several flight scores of 1000 or high 
900s (the flight groups were usually a mixture of 
Sportsman and Expert contestants).  Even with the 
wonderful weather, everyone was pretty exhausted at 
the end – it took a while to fly five rounds with this 
many contestants and so the Buzzards team will work 
on more efficient execution of this man on man 
format. 

The winners in Expert were: Rick Eckel (1st), Dan 
Johns (2nd), and Jim MacLean (3rd) – notice this is a 
completely different set of winners from Saturday 
which goes to show that every contest day is a new 
day!  The winners in Sportsman were: Don Grisham 
(1st); Lee Royer (2nd); and Jim Standafer (3rd).  All of 
the participants seemed to enjoy themselves.  Also, 
many thanks to Rusty Carver for running the 
Sandbagger Grill so that we could relax at lunch and 
watch Ray Alonzo zoom around the field with his 
hyper overpowered electric flying thing!
